JESUS, A FRIEND OF SINNERSWe are members of the Oak Ridge church of Christ. We call ourselves Christians (Acts 11:26) and we hold to the Bible as our one and only Truth. Church of Christ is a biblical description of Christians who work together for the cause of Christ (Ro. 16:16). We are independent assemblies with no organization beyond our own number as described in Phil. 1:1. There are Christians across the world working with local congregations of God’s people such as described in Rev. 2-3. Christians are members of Christ’s body, which is also known as His Church (Acts 2:47, Eph. 5:23). Our mission is to stand for God’s truth (the gospel) and teach it to all people (Matt. 28:18-20, Romans 1:16, 1 Tim. 3:15). We are accountable to our one and only Head Jesus Christ (Eph. 1:22-23, Col. 1:18).

Sometimes it is a challenge when are commanded to do two things that seem to be polar opposites. In this case separate ourselves from the world and also spend time with sinners (Matthew 11:19, James 4:4). It is like when our doctors tell us to exercise more and sleep more. These two ideas are opposite but are both necessary for our good health. So let us look at Jesus our great example.

Jesus Was Not a Sinner (Hebrews 4:15; John 8:29; 2 Corinthians 5:21; 1 Peter 2:21-23)
· Did Jesus’ relationships signify his approval?
· His purpose was to live a sinless life
· He experienced all of our temptations, yet never sinned
· Our relationship with sinners should never lead into our sinning or accepting the sin of others

Jesus was with and Spent Valuable time with Sinners
Luke 19:5-10; 1 Corinthians 5:9-11; Matthew 5:16; John 4:1-38
· Should our Christianity keep us away from sinners?
· Over and over the Pharisees complained about Jesus spending time with sinners
· God doesn’t want us to leave the world, but influence it for good
· Jesus invited Himself into the lives of people that others ignored
· It is important for us as Christians to get together regularly, attend Gospel Meetings, etc. But Jesus shows us it is just as important to spend time with Sinners.
· Things can unintentionally segregate us from sinners if we are not careful. 
· Some who work at home. Working at home has many advantages; however we need to try to make time to spend with co-workers.
· Focusing too much on a hobby and not spending enough time with friends
· Focusing too much on yardwork and not taking time out to spend with neighbors. 
· Home schooling is a relatively new innovation that brings many benefits; but with that should come time spent with folks in our local communities. Many times there are great opportunities to convert young people who are friends of Christian teenagers. 
· Or simply keeping to ourselves rather than seeking out those who need to come to Jesus?     

Jesus had A Purpose with Sinners
Luke 5:27-32, 7:24-35, 15:1-7, John 4:39-42
· Jesus was a friend of sinners for a reason – he wanted them to be saved
· He didn’t share their interests or desires, but used His interactions as opportunities
· Spending time with the saved is important, but spending time with sinners is just as important 

Are you a friend to sinners?
The fact of the matter is that all of us have failed. And that sometimes people give up on those who fail. But God never gives up and we should never give up when we fail. Jesus was a friend of failures and folks that even society gave up on (John 9:35-41).
