· Space Shuttle vs. Artic Tern: By far the longest migration in the animal kingdom. Have documented 4,000 and 56,000 mile migrations, depending where they are traveling from. Travel so far that they see two summers each year.
· Northern Wheatear – 1st time ever recorded in the state of Tennessee. And where was it seen? Loudon, County in November of 2016! The farthest migration of a small bird. As far as from Africa to the Arctic (18,000 miles plus).
