Jesus Shows Us!
[Hebrews 4:14-16, John 14:13, 1 Peter 2:21, 1 John 2:4-6]

Jesus shows us:

(1) How to physically work (Mark 6:3). Jesus was a carpenter. He probably learned His trade from His father. At some point his earthly father died and he, being the oldest, would have worked to provide for His physical family. The term “carpenter” could refer to a carpenter, builder, or a handy man. This type of work can be challenging and hard at times. Have any of you gotten weary of doing certain things on your job? Maybe routinely you have to do things you would rather not do? Jesus can relate!

(2) How to be a friend (John chapter 9). I am reminded of one of our own who, without anyone asking, mowed the lawn every week for a brother undergoing cancer treatment. This one’s example carried on to one of his sons! Maybe it is simply a brother or sister checking on you because they saw you looking sad? Or maybe one quietly provides financial help in times of need? Jesus shows us how to be a friend!
(3) Our true family (Mark 3:31-35, 10:28-31, Romans 12:9-15). I have been humbled and honored to assist in a number of funerals. It always strikes me during those times, that our brethren often are the only ones who truly understand what those who are grieving are going through. Our true family looks beyond this life to the eternal.

(4) How to share the gospel (John chapter 4). Jesus shows us how to create opportunities to bring others the gospel. Then He shows us how, when those opportunities come about, we need to put everything aside and make the time to share that gospel with others. 

(5) How to correct (John chapter 4, Mark 10, Acts 9, Matthew chapter 4, Galatians 6:1). Kindly and lovingly, letting people know what God says so folks can have the opportunity to repent. Josephine Young, Steve and Shirley’s mom, was a wonderful example of this. She could communicate in such a loving and tender way, and in that encouragement she would point out the correction needed. She was the best at this I have ever known!

(6) How to submit to God’s Will (John 8:28-30, Matthew 26:39, 42, 5:10-12, Acts 7:54-60, 2 Timothy 3:12). Jesus completely and without exception, submitted totally to God’s Will. And it involved great sacrifice! Jesus shows us how to submit to God’s Will!
Jesus shows us how we are to live in this life. He also shows us the path to Heaven! Are you His disciple this morning? Following Him is the only way to Heaven (John 14:6). Why not repent and be baptized in His name today, so you can start following Him? 

If you are a Christian, maybe you are like me. I have many things to work on to be more like Jesus. Maybe you do too! Hopefully this lesson has encouraged you to keep striving to be more like Jesus!
